RESOURCE REVENUE POLICY 
REVIEW WRAP-UP
At the Annual General Meeting in October 2022, QIA Board of 
Directors approved to amend and reinstate QIA By-Law 06, the 
Resource Revenue Policy. 

Two new policies, the Resource Allocation Policy and the Legacy  
Fund Policy, will replace QIA’s previous Resource Revenue Policy.  
The two new policies will allow greater flexibility in spending money 
on programming for Inuit and in saving for the future. 

QIA engaged with Qikiqtani Inuit throughout the spring and summer, 
hearing clearly that a change in how QIA spends and saves money  
was needed. 

QIA has approved two new areas of spending: Community Resources 
and Opportunities, and Economic Diversification. These spending 
streams will allow communities to receive and spend a portion of 
QIA’s revenues as they choose.

QIA DISTRIBUTES FINAL 
COVID-19 FUNDING TO 
QIKIQTANI INUIT

In the fall, QIA distributed the final installments of the Emergency 
Vouchers for Elders program and made plans to distribute funding 
to Inuit families through the Qikiqtani Inuit Household Distribution 
program. The funding for these programs was made available 
through QIA’s COVID-19 response plan. 

Throughout October and November 2022, four installments of 
$250 were made to each Qikiqtani Elder. In February 2023, support 
will be provided to Inuit households. 

Funding for these two programs totaled $3.7 million and was 
made available thanks to the Government of Canada’s Indigenous 
Community Support Fund.

QIA ALLOCATES COVID-19 
FUNDING TO NON-PROFIT 
ORGANIZATIONS
In October 2022, QIA contributed $2.6 million to the YWCM-Agvik 
Society and the Uquutaq Society. Both organizations are non-profit 
groups who advocate and support community members through 
transitional housing, shelters, and supports for women and children. 

The YWCA-Agvik received $1.3 million to enable them to purchase a 
four-plex in Iqaluit’s Plateau subdivision to secure housing for women 
and children escaping violence.

The Uquutaq Socieity also received $1.3 million to enable them to 
purchase two existing lots in Iqaluit. These lots will be used to support 
clients who are exiting transitional housing and to maintaining tenancy. 

These funds are made available through the Government of Canada’s 
Indigenous Community Support Fund.

The building will 
serve as the new home and multi-use facility for QIA’s Nauttiqsuqtiit 
Inuit Stewards.

Renovations on the building will be completed in 2023. The new multi-
use facility will house QIA’s Nauttiqsuqtiit offices, workshop, and three-
vehicle garage, as well as a Parks Canada office, and a visitors' centre.

Eight trainees in Resolute Bay recently completed ten weeks of 
pre-trades training. This training is part of the High Arctic Trades 
Training program being delivered in conjunction with QIA’s 
Tallurutiup Imanga infrastructure developments.

Resolute Bay is the first community to have the Trades Training 
program delivered. The trainees who successfully completed the 
pre-trades training now have the opportunity to work for NCC 
Development on the Tallurutiup Imanga multi-use facility being  
built in Resolute Bay. 

This training is in partnership with Qikiqtaaluk Business 
Development Corporation and NCC Development Ltd. and funded 
by Makigiaqta Inuit Training Corporation and Kakivak Association.

Training is expected to start in the other four Tallurutiup Imanga 
impacted communities of Arctic Bay, Clyde River, Grise Fiord, and 
Pond Inlet in spring 2023.

This past summer, QIA announced plans to begin a large scale  
clean up of the beach. Part of this plan was to identify and  
categorize unused and abandoned equipment left on the beach. 

Using social media, QIA identified individuals wishing to keep 
abandoned equipment. Items that were not identified  
were disposed of appropriately by QIA. 

The Nunavut Agreement dedicates 356,000 km² of the land in 
Nunavut as Inuit Owned Land – almost the size of Newfoundland 
and Labrador. In Iqaluit, the Inuit Owned Land includes the beach 
front area.

In October 2022, QIA announced the final year of funding of the three-
year pilot program to assist Inuit with the maintenance of their dog 
teams. The Qikiqtani Qimuksiqtiit Project provides funding to Qikiqtani 
Inuit who are established dog team practitioners. 

Over 90 Qikiqtani Inuit with five or more qimmitt took advantage of 
this program. Each successful applicant received $3,000 as a one-time 
payment. The money received can go to anything needed to support 
a dog team, including, but not limited to, dog food, harnesses, qamutik 
material and rope.

Saimaqatigiingniq Fund programs under the Travel and Healing  
area of action. 

The Government of Canada should provide 
funding for on-site healing programs for  
the families affected by the closing of 
Kivitoo, Padloping and South Camp  
(Belcher Islands) communities.”
